Pupils will be offered two Lateral Flow Device
(LFD) rapid tests spaced three to five days apart
(minimum 3 days).

The LFDs provided are simple to use (pupils
can swab themselves, with a trained person
supervising them). They produce a result in
around 30 minutes.

Anyone with a positive result will need to leave
the academy and follow the self-isolation
guidelines (currently 10 days).

Pupils who test positive must be collected by
their parents and self-isolate for 10 days, if they
develop symptoms during this time, they must

begin the self-isolation period again for another
10 days.

Pupils who test positive at an ATS site must be
kept in a well vented area separate to the main
academy untill they are collected by parents.
The ATS centre will be cleaned daily by our
cleaning services partner Vertas, will ensure
social distance is in place and that all staff wear
and will not need to follow the ATT measures in
place for medical fogging should a pupil show
symptoms whilst in the classroom i.e. closure
following any positive tests.

This will enable the testing to take place and
enable those who test negative to return to face-
to-face education where our standard Risk
assessments and measures apply.

All academies should offer regular twice
weekly testing to their staff and to carry out
LFT at home.

Testing is not mandatory for staff and they do
not need to provide proof of a negative test
result to attend the academy, although
participation in testing is strongly encouraged.
Anyone with a positive result will be required to
stay at or if already on site go home
immediately.

The person is required to isolate for 10 days
from the date of the positive LFT (with the test
date being day 0). The legal duty to self-isolate
is triggered by a positive LFT. It is also
necessary for the setting to isolate any close

contacts of the case for the 48 hours prior to the
LFT test being conducted. This is in-line with the
guidance for all other sectors of the community
and NHS Test and Trace guidelines

Anyone with a positive result will need to take a
confirmatory Polymerase Chain Reaction test,
If the confirmatory PCR test is positive, the person
is required to continue to isolate for the 10-day
period. If the confirmatory PCR test is negative, the
person can end isolation and return to their normal
routine.
It is necessary for the setting to isolate close
contacts of the case for the 48 hours prior to the
LFT being conducted. A negative PCR would allow
the close contacts to end isolation so we would
advise that the wording used allows this is an
option.
e Should the person go on to develop symptoms
during the isolation period, the isolation period
will restart from the first day symptoms appear.

o |If staff have recently (within 90 days) tested
positive for COVID-19, they are likely to have
developed some immunity.

e These people are exempt from testing by both
PCR and LFT within 90 days of a positive test,
unless they develop new symptoms.

e However, they may choose to take a LFT after
the isolation period. If found positive on LFT,
they will be required to self-isolate for 10 days
or longer if symptomatic. This should only be
done after completion of the required self-
isolation period.

A new LFT must not be taken whilst the person
is still within a period of isolation. If symptoms
(other than cough or a loss of, or change in, your
normal sense of taste or smell) persist for longer
than 10 days, this isolation period could be
longer.

Further PCR tests, within 90 days of a positive test
result, should only be obtained where the person
develops a new incidence of symptoms.
